and reading exercises that challenge the young 

and young at heart to be more creative. He has 

long been passionate about education and the 

environment; with many of his cartoons also 

touch on driving, safety and transportation 

topics. A native of Binghamton, New York, and 

a 1979 graduate of Syracuse University, Doug 

has won several state and national cartooning 

awards. He is a member of The Association of 

American Editorial Cartoonists and the National 

Cartoonist Society. Doug has also written and 

illustrated several children’s books including his latest, “Ochre The Smoker,” a fable about air pollution and the 

perils of cigarette smoking. When Doug isn't at his drawing board, you can spot him at local schools, civic 

associations, libraries and hospitals talking to students and adults about cartooning, current events and the 

importance of reading a newspaper. He also teaches locally on the importance of being creative in everyday life.
